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Matosavank: This medieval complex consists of three
adjacent structures: the church, the courtyard, and the
library. St. Astvatsatsin Church was built in the 13th
century by Avag Zakaryan, the son of Ivane Zakaryan.
Sculpted khachkars and decorative fragments are posi-
tioned on both sides of the entrance.

Jukhtak Monastery: Jukhtak is a monastic complex con-
sisting of two churches: St. Grigor Lusavorich and
St. Astvatsatsin, which gives rise to its popular name,
ukht' (meaning couple). The first church was built in the
11th century, while the second was constructed in 1201
by the architect Sargis.
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“Dilijan" National Park is a state non-commercial
organization that was established in 2002, repla
cing the state reserve established in 1958. Its
aim is to ensure the preservation of landscapes
and biodiversity, promote consistent economic
development, and protect the historical and cul-

tural heritage of the Aghstev and Getikriver basins.

The territory of the national park covers 33,765 hec-

tares, primarily located in Tavush Province, with small

parts extending into Gegharkunik and Lori provinces. The national park offers excellent op-

portunities for the development of ecotourism and environmental education, also as well as
for entertainment activities. It is not only rich in natural monuments but. possesses a signifi-
cant historical and cultural heritage, which adds to its appeal. The most notable cultural monu-
ments from the early Christian period include the Haghartsin Monastery (10th-13th centuries

Gosavank (12th-13th centuries), Jukhtak Monastery (11th-13th centuries), Matosavank (10th-13th

centuries), and Aghavnavank Church (11th century).
